Gebchak Gonpa is situated south of Chinyi Village, in Nangqian county, in 
the Yushu prefecture of Qinghai Province. Located in the Qinghai highlands 
– at an altitude of 4300m (14,100ft) - Gebchak Gonpa is the most 
historically ancient nunnery in the Province. At present Gebchak Gonpa has 
337 nuns. It lies in a very remote location approximately 208km (130m) 
from the town of Nangqian, has no transport or telecommunications, 
and very poor medical facilities. Throughout its history the Nunnery has 
sustained itself independently; though it has no regular financial resources, 
it has never been a burden on the surrounding people. Nevertheless, 
prayers and meditation continue through the year without break. It is a 
renowned, exalted nunnery where one can practice until enlightenment.

The current main shrine hall was built long ago and since then has been 
exposed to sun and wind damage with no renovations. By now the building 
has become a hazard; the nuns are unable to properly complete their 
prayer ceremonies as usual due to the danger it poses. The Nunnery has 
no source of funds whatsoever for reconstruction of this main shrine hall, 
and therefore the abbot of Gebchak Gonpa, Wangdrak Rinpoche, has come 
abroad to fundraise for this. We request donors to give him a helping hand 
in this noble endeavour and thank you for your support.
